How to Create Text Dependent Questions
· Step-By-Step:

1. Set a purpose for reading.

2. Come up with an essential question.

3. Student reads text independent with a ‘during reading’ focus.

4. Optional Read-Aloud (emphasizing rereading and fluency) . Could be all or  part. 
5. Text-Dependent Question:

a. Key Detail (discussion question, written response question, annotating via highlighting)

b. Vocab/Text Structure

c. Authors Purpose 

d. Inference

e. Opinions/Arguments/Connections: 

6. Move from text dependent questions to answering essential question(s). 

7. Write about it! (For example summary, essay, journal, etc). 

· Example: A Slow Return to Normal Skips the Gas Station
1. Learn about Superstorm Sandy from multiple sources to get a clear picture of the devastation and challenges caused by natural disasters.

2. How do people react in the aftermath of a natural disaster and what problems often arise? 

3. Underline words/phrases that help you to visualize the devastation and the problems that occurred in the aftermath.

Circle unfamiliar words/terms and ideas that are confusing to you as a reader.
4. N/A 

5. Text-Dependent Question:

a. Key Detail Question: What was the government’s response to the gas crisis? 

b. Vocab/Text Structure: What helps you visualize what people were going through and the scene after the hurricane? What words or phrases does the author use to describe the event.

c. Author’s Purpose: Why does the author include quotes from residents in the area? What effect does that have on you as a reader? 

d. Inference: From reading the text, what can you infer is the meaning of the phrase ‘Catch-22’. 

e. Opinions/Arguments/Connections: Based on the article, do you think the government’s response to the gasoline shortage was sufficient? Why or why not? 

6. Relate this article back to other articles we’ve read about Superstorm Sandy.
